God’s Love

perish, but have eternal life” (John 3:16 NIV).

God’s Plan

[Christ speaking] “I came that they might have life, and
might have it abundantly” [that it might be full and
meaningful] (John 10:10).

Why is it that most people are not experiencing the
abundant life?

Man is SINFUL and SEPARATED
from God. Thus, he cannot know and
experience God’s love and plan for his
life.

Man Is Sinful
“All have sinned and fall short of the glory of God”
(Romans 3:23).

Man was created to have fellowship with God; but,
because of his stubborn self-will, he chose to go his own
independent way, and fellowship with God was broken.
This self-will, characterized by an attitude of active
rebellion or passive indifference, is an evidence of what
the Bible calls sin.

(Ephesians 2:8,9).

When we Receive Christ, We experience a New Birth.
(Read John 3:1-8)

We Receive Christ by Personal Invitation

[Christ speaking] “Behold, I stand at the door and
knock; if any one hears My voice and opens the door,
I will come in to him” (Revelation 3:20).

Receiving Christ involves turning to God from self
(repentance) and trusting Christ to come into our lives
to forgive our sins and to make us what He wants us to
be. Just to agree intellectually that Jesus Christ is the
Son of God and that He died on the cross for our sins is
not enough. Nor is it enough to have an emotional
expereince. We receive Jesus Christ by faith, as an act
of the will.

J — Self is on the throne

T — Christ is outside the life

e — Interests are directed by self,
often resulting in discord and
frustration

Tt — Christ is in the life and on the throne

resulting in harmony with God’s plan.

Make me the kind of
person You want me to be. Thank You, Mighty
God, the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit.
Amen.”

Does this prayer express the desire of your heart?

If so, pray this prayer right now. If your prayer is sincere
and serious, Christ will fulfill His promise and will come
into your heart.

How to Know That Christ Is in Your Life

Did you ask God to grant you faith in Jesus Christ? Did
you invite Jesus Christ into your heart? He has promised
in Revelation 3:20 to come into everyone who opens
the door for Him. Would He mislead you? On what
authority do you know that God has answered your
prayer? (The trustworthiness of God Himself and His
Word.)

“The witness is this, that God has given us eternal
life, and this life is in His Son. He who has the Son
has the life; he who does not have the Son of God
does not have life. These things I have written to
you who believe in the name of the Son of God, in
